Collins' book, Good to Great. It chronicles the history of companies that not only survived
lean times but also emerged as much stronger organizations. Kinda sounds like Christ
Lutheran, doesn't it? Collins goes on to compare many organizations that are "good" but
who did not make it to "great" status because they took the easy path and not the hard one.
When faced with adversity they chose to reinvent themselves vs. stick to their core
identity. Collins goes on to say that greatness is achieved over time and is a result of hard
work and not just the result of one leader.

During 2011 we have faced many challenges and, in my view, came out on top. On the
surface it seemed like the search for a new pastor occupied our major focus for the year.
And while great progress was made on that front, that goal remains to be achieved,
hopefully, in 2012. But if you look closely at what we, as a congregation, did accomplish you
have to stand back and say "Wow!" Christian Education is one of our mission-critical
activities and we had one of our best years ever with Sunday School participation up
over 2010. The same was true of our Vacation Bible School efforts, a significant increase in
attendance vs. the previous year.
