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The Greatest of These is Love 
 
Someone once said to me “Why do we need to worry about theology? Why can’t we just worship God?”  God is who 
we worship. Theology is what we believe about God and that has a huge affect on how we worship. 
 
Popular American Christianity is often referred to as Bible-based. It claims to believe that every word of the Word is 
equally important, and yet there seems to be a huge emphasis on the judgmental side of things. It really leaves me 
feeling guilty that I haven’t done enough to please my Savior. The truth is that I can’t do enough, which is why Jesus 
died and rose again. But popular American Christianity seems to infer that I can enough if I just try harder. 
 
Martin Luther claimed that some parts of the Bible are more important than others. He pointed out the Gospel of John 
and Paul’s letter to the Romans as examples. In John’s Gospel, Jesus spends his last night before he is arrested 
praying that his disciples will love each other and live as one so that the world may know the love of God. 
 
In a letter to the Corinthians, the Apostle Paul speaks of love as being greater than faith and hope. Anything done in 
God’s name, but without love, is worthless. 
 
When asked which commandment is the greatest, Jesus responded that there are two equally important – love God 
with all your heart, soul and mind; and love your neighbor as yourself. All other commandments are based on those 
two. 
 
The birth and Passion of Christ, and the victory over sin and death are proof of the love of God for us. Our faith and 
worship do not hang on commands, judgments, issues, and acts of charity, but on the God who loved us before we 
were born, continues to love us throughout this life, and will love us forever. That is what we believe and why we 
worship God.
